Overview: The South East Coast of Devon around Sidmouth is a quite simply a stunning stretch of coastline and a personal favourite of the many of the Walkwise guides.  We simply love this area and we receive frequent requests to visit.  We have negotiated a weekend at the excellent West Cliff Hotel. This is one of the nicest hotels that Walkwise use, lying in its own grounds overlooking the sea and is just a stroll from the sea front of Sidmouth,  The food is excellent, the lounges ooze warmth and its charm and character blended with their unique courtesy. Its just a short stroll into town where there is everything from traditional quaint inns to modern bistros many of which have live music on the weekend too!  Oh and I have not mentioned the walking, well that is superb!  Red sandstone cliffs lie to the west and brilliant white limestone cliffs to the east; and both of which tower above Mediterranean blue waters in the peaceful bays and estuaries and there are numerous picture perfect villages to visit too.  See you there!  
The WalkWise Walking Programme: Our two walking days are planned to explore the finest sections of coast line between Seaton in the East and Exmouth in the west, conveniently with Sidmouth in the middle.  This section of the South West Coastal path is one of the most beautiful and varied in the whole of Britain.  The high cliffs provide superb views along the coastline and extensive panoramas out across Lyme Bay.  The coastline itself is very varied, with woodlands adorning certain sections of cliffs whilst other areas are open, there are wide bays to cross and secluded hidden vales, tiny coastal hamlets and old fishing harbours full of history and character.  On Saturday we will aim to explore the section from Seaton, to Beer a gorgeous little piece of heaven and then walk onto Sidmouth.  Then on the Sunday we will walk slightly to the west of Sidmouth  around Otterton Head and we may even stroll inland perhaps along the riverside footpath that accompanies the River Otter and wander over the surrounding rolling hills.  
So the walks are full of variety and interest. The coastline is varied and somewhat hilly. Being the end of November it is important to note that of the walks have alternatives and there are also other routes locally which we may call upon depending on the weather and local circumstances.  To allow you to choose a walk that suits you best, WalkWise UK will provide a minimum of two walks on each day, led by professional and knowledgeable walking guides.  On both days there will be a harder walk of around 10 miles with up some ascent, and a gentler walk of 7-9 miles with less ascent.  

All walks are weather dependent and own transport or coaches may be taken to the walk starts.
Accommodation: We first used this hotel in Sidmouth in 2009 and it was exceptionally well received by all.  We certainly think it ticks all the right boxes, for few Hotels in Sidmouth offer the charm and character that you will find at The Westcliff. All the bed rooms are en suite with all the little extras needed for a comfortable stay.  All the bedrooms are unique and many of them above the three star rating. Standard features include remote control colour television with teletext radio and freeview channels. They also come with tea and coffee making facilities, direct dial telephone and hair dryer. Only a few of our single and standard rooms do not enjoy the magnificent sea views. Family rooms and rooms with disabled facilities are available on the ground floor.  Dining will be in the hotels own Harding's Restaurant which compliments your dining experience with simply stunning views over the bay… it even has its own car park!!1
